North lllinois Street

The long awaited annual report
on the property values of North
lllinois Street did not appear in
the Winter Issue of the MSF
News and Views due to the in-
capacitation (albeit some lazi-
ness) of its author. It was not,
as some have intimated, some
maniacal plot to slight the au-
thor's neighbors.

The computer of the Metropoli-
tan Board of Realtors wishes to
congratulate  North Illinois
Street on achieving an even
higher level of fiscal perform-
ance than the previous year.
The average sales price for a
home in 1988 was $130,825
compared with $109,500 in
1987. While factors such as
size and quality of homes do
come into play, this is a strong
indication that the MSF/
BTNA/MKNA area continues
its traditional growth.

Perhaps even more pleasing is
that it only took an average of
25.5 days to sell a North Illi-
nois home in 1988. 38.5 days
was the average in 1987. Gen-
erally it takes 70-90 days to sell
a home in Indianapolis.

Although the real estate market
has tapered somewhat in the
first months of 1989, North
Illinois seems to be holding
its own rather well. Four
homes have either pended or
closed with an approximate
average price of $120,000.

We in the Meridian Street
Foundation area have a lot of
pride in the architecturally in-
teresting and diverse, solid,
quality-built homes that char-
acterize our neighborhood.

It is imperative that we remain
true to the original architectur-
al style and quality of our
homes when we remodel, reno-
vate or repair them otherwise
their value and charm will di-
minish and, to a great extent,
our entire area will be damag-
ed.

Slate and tile roofs, with very
rare exceptions, can be eco-
nomically repaired by com-
petent craftsmen and should
not be cast aside in favor of
some new, much shorter last-
ing material such as fiberglass
sold and installed by ill-inform-
ed and incompetent roofers.
The roofing on our homes is a
very important part of their
architectural statement.

Aluminum siding is an abomi-
nation that cheapens a fine
house. It distorts and eradi-
cates design elements and may
lead to unseen progressive
wood rot thereby causing ex-
tensive and expensive repairs.

Quality architectural tile in
bathrooms and distinctive fix-
tures should not be relegated
to the scrap heap.
